Adjectives that end in -e in the masculine singular form also end 
in -e in the feminine singular form, e.g. triste [sad (m/f)].

Adjectives that end in a consonant are the same in the masculine 
and feminine singular forms, e.g. feliz [happy (m/f)].

Spanish verbs must be conjugated according to every subject. In 
this unit, you will learn three forms of the verb llevar [to wear]:

• Llevo un vestido rojo [I wear a red dress], 

• ¿Qué llevas? [What do you wear?] 

• Lleva una camiseta blanca [He/She wears a white T-shirt].
